Chairman Villapiano called the meeting to order.

The Executive Director provided a review of the resolutions on the agenda.

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The September 2012 report shows the treatment plant and collection systems O.K. with some
repairs to report.

The average daily flow to date was 3.812 MGD. The highest daily flow was 4.192 on September
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19th. The total precipitation to date was 5.97 inches to date for the month; the largest
precipitation was 1.62 inches on September 19th. We have had almost 6.00 inches monthly
precipitation totals for four of the last six months.

The monthly average effluent suspended solids concentrations, to date, 10 mg/l. For CBOD, the
concentration was 5 mg/Il. The average percentage removals for these same effluent parameters
were 94% and 93% respectively.

Our present NJPDES Permit has a suspended solids monthly average limitation of 30 mg/l and 25
mg/I for CBOD. For percent removals, it requires 85% removals on a monthly average basis for
suspended solids and for CBOD. For plant flow, we are permitted 7.5 MGD average daily flow on a
30-day average quantity basis.

PLANT OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE

The treatment plant is operating OK with some maintenance to report.

Chris Pawlik, Instrumentation Technology Systems Inc., was on site for routine service of controls
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reprogrammed and their memories restored.
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restarted and UPS batteries have been ordered. Another power surge with an electrical storm

caused the bleach pumps to shut down for an hour. Bruce Olsen and Glen Henry reset and

restarted the units and we are checking on connecting them to the general SCADA alarm system.

They also worked on troubleshooting the process water intake back flush compressor. The intakes

TOSA personnel worked on emptying and cleaning the grit chambers. The units were winterized
and serviced with oil and grease. They also drained and cleaned chlorine contact tank No. 1. These
are part of their preventive maintenance work.

ODOR CONTROL PROJECT UPGRADES

We are still maintaining the lower sludge level in Sludge Holding Tank No. 2. The Biofilter is still
operating successfully. We adjusted our water feed to adjust to the recent wet weather. We
continue the use of VX -456 on the gravity thickener.

COLLECTION SYSTEM OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE

The collection system had the following work to report:

We responded to brief alarms at the Norwood Ave., Cedar Village, and Rolling Meadows Pump
Stations and the treatment due to power blips or brief power outages.

In addition the following work was done by Ken Williamson and Bruce Olsen. At Rolling Meadows a
battery was replaced on the auto dialer. At Cedar Village PS we experienced higher flows due to
draining their pool for the winter.

At Asbury Ave. PS, we replaced a mounting bracket for the bubbler air compressor. We also
checked into the back up floats for high wet well alarms and found mercury switches that were
replaced. We are looking into replacing the floats with a transducer system. At Green Grove PS we
also had problems with a wet well float. All of this work was performed by Williamson, Henry, and
Olsen.

We had the following road calls for the month: 5 Deal Lake Pt. Rd. where our main was OK and a
plumber came later to clean their lateral. We were called again to 1220 Maple Ave. We found no
flow reaching our cleanout and advised the homeowner to contact a plumber for the work.
Another similar situation was found at 354 Dow Ave. where a blockage was found inside the home.
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We performed the following sewer line maintenance: we jetted the sewer easement from West
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on cleaning the line at the Rte 35 (Red Lobster Restaurant) to Jumping Brook Dr. They also did

some easement cleaning work near the Hidden Meadows trunk line. This is all preventive
maintenance work.
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Phillips Ave for Deal. Williamson also worked with Maser Engineers on pressure testing the pumps
and force main at the Interlaken PS.

Bill Schmeling, Henry Johnson, and | attended a meeting with the Monmouth County Engineers
office to discuss MC Bridge O-11proposed repairs near the Interlaken PS and our force main, which
Is suspended on the bridge abutments.
