F.K. Hudson inquired as to the appointment being made to the Township of Ocean Sewerage Authority, Resolution #09-019. Mayor Larkin explained the process utilized in the selection of Mr. Christopher E. Kelly, as well as Mr. Kelly’s qualifications.

Larry Loigman inquired about the Sewerage Authority’s past practices and his hopes that changes would be made regarding the operations of that Authority and the appointment process. Mr. Loigman also inquired as to the need for Resolution #09-026, Emergency Temporary Budget. Andrew Brannen, Township Manager, explained that the amendment was largely due to the fact that there are certain expenditures that come due in the early part of the budget year and the State predicates that the Temporary Budget be no more than 26.25% of the previous years expenditures. Mr. Loigman wished that the Temporary Budget be approved with a reduction in expenditures. Mr. Loigman also inquired about a number of vouchers that appeared on the list for payment approval.
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Brian Lefferson also inquired about the appointment of Mr. Kelly to the Sewerage Authority and whether the members of that Board receive health benefits. Mayor Larkin explained that health benefits are no longer provided to new members and to existing members when their current terms expire. Mr. Lefferson also asked why all applicants were not interviewed and felt disappointed that he was not afforded an interview.

WHEREAS, the Developer is the owner of certain property known as Block 182, Lots 9.01, 9.02 and 9.03 as shown on the official tax map of the Township of Ocean, which property is located on Kneeley Boulevard in the O-1/80 (Office-Research-Limited Commercial) Zone in the Township of Ocean, County of Monmouth, State of New Jersey; and

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WHEREAS, this Agreement relates to a Site Plan Map entitled Preliminary and Final Site Plans – Phase I, Preliminary Site Plans – Phase II for Ladacin Network, Lots 9.01, 9.02, 9.03, Block 182, Township of Ocean, Monmouth County, New Jersey by Stephen P. Atkins, P.E. of Kenderian Zilinski Associates, consisting of nineteen (19) sheets dated February 26, 2007 and last updated October 3, 2008; and

	21-33.7. Flags.  One freestanding flag pole to display the flag of the United States of America and/or the State of New Jersey shall be permitted on a property in a commercial zone.  Notwithstanding zoning requirements to the contrary, the following shall apply:



	a.
	Applications for a flag pole shall be made to the Planning Administrator.

	b.
	The application shall be made as follows:

	1.
	Applicants will submit an original and two (2) copies of the appropriate application forms.



	2.
	The appropriate fee shall be paid.



	3.
	Applicants will submit copies of an approved site plan if the property has previously received site plan approval, or if not, a survey of the property on which the flag pole is to be located.  In the event a site plan or survey is not available, the applicant may have the location staked for review.

	4.
	Applicants will provide a location of the flag pole on the survey or site plan which reflects the proposed flag pole and distances to other structures on and property lines. 

	
	

	c.
	The following specifications shall apply to the flag pole:

	1.
	Only one free-standing flag pole is permitted.  

	2.
	The flag pole must be located in a curbed and/or landscaped area.  

	3.
	The height of the flag pole may be no greater than 10’ above the maximum building height permitted in the zone, but in no case may the height exceed 45’.


	        d.  


	If, in the opinion of the Planning Administrator, the changes to the original site plan are solely for the purpose of locating a flag pole and the site will continue to operate so as to promote the public health, safety, and the general welfare, an administrative approval may be granted.



	        e.
	In the alternative, if the Planning Administrator finds that the proposed location of the flag pole: 1. may be a detriment to public health, safety, and general welfare; or 2. does not comply with the specifications in Sections 21-33.6.c, then an administrative approval shall not be granted.  A site plan application before the appropriate municipal board shall be made. 


	
	

	4.
	All other ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent thereof are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistencies.


	5.
	If any section, paragraph, subparagraph, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the section, paragraph, subparagraph, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of this ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.


	6.
	This ordinance shall take effect following the final adoption and publication pursuant to the law subject to the filing of a copy of same with the Monmouth County Planning Board.
