Contract — PBA/SOA/Local 701/Local 77

Personnel — Employee Benefits/Reorganization

Mr. Brannen explained that due to retirements and resignations, and in an effort to
see that no current employee loses their job given the difficult financial situation, the
Township will be exploring different personnel options to accommodate the need to
continue to provide services to the residents, even possible reorganization of certain
areas within the Township structure.

Mr. Arbus reported that the issues stated by the objector will need to be dealt by the
Planning Board when the applicant comes before them for their approval. Mr. Arbus
has responded on behalf of the Township.

Litigation — Recreation Facilities

Mr. Brannen reported that Camp Allsport had reached out to him regarding a contract
that they had entered into with the previous operator of Fireman’s Field for the period
2010 thru 2012. They wanted to make sure that the contract was going to be
honored. Discussion occurred about what authority the previous operator had with
regard to contracts and what entity he was acting on behalf of when entering into
these contracts. It was decided to set up a meeting with the Fire Company to discuss
this matter.
