AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF OCEAN AUTHORIZING A N EMERGENCY
APPROPRIATION IN ACCORDANCE WITH N.J.S.A. 40a:4-53B TO UPDATE AND
MAKE CURRENT THE 2002 REVALUATION OF REAL PROPERTY FOR THE USE BY
THE LOCAL ASSESSOR

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township Council of the Township of Ocean, County of Monmouth and
State of New Jersey that pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:4-53b (CH 48, P.L. 1956 as amended by CH 144,
P.L. 1965 and CH 38, P.L. 1969) the sum of $270,000 be and is hereby appropriated to update and
make current the 2002 revaluation of real property in the Township of Ocean for the use by the local
Assessor; and
