Andrew Brannen, Township Manager, and Stephen Gallagher, Director of Finance, made a 
presentation of the highlights for the 2013 Municipal Budget. Among the highlights addressed 
were as follows:

2. 2013 Budget Objectives 
 

a. Balancing Personnel Needs 
b. Stabilize Health Insurance Costs – High Deductible Incentive Plan 
c. Less Reliance on Surplus 
d. More Shared Services 
e. More Reliance on Technology (GPS, Web Based Applications) 
f. Continued Investment in Infrastructure 
g. Explore sales of surplus Township owned real estate 
h. Maintain Township Quality of Life 

 
3. Township implemented reductions in Employee Benefits including: 
 

a. Elimination of Family and Member Spouse coverage for new hires 
b. Revision of Police Department salary step program for new hires 
c. Elimination of Longevity for Public Works new hires 
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4. The Township has shown less reliance on Surplus in the 2013 Budget 
 
     Township utilized $7,400,000 of surplus in the 2010 budget and only $6,700,000 in the     
     2013 budget. 
 
5. Increased Shared Services including a Regional Recycling Center, 911 Services     
    (Eatontown), Billing and Accounting Services (TOSA), Municipal Court Facilities (West Long    
    Branch), Vehicle Maintenance (Seacoast Chevrolet) and Electricity and Natural Gas  
    (Sustainable Energy Cooperative), Animal Control Services (Long Branch), Health    
    Department Services (Monmouth County Regional Health Commission, Senior     
    Transportation (Monmouth County Transportation Department) and Liability Insurance (Mid  
    Jersey Joint Insurance Fund) 
 
6. Increased Reliance on Technology including GPS for the Public Works vehicles, on-line  
    recreation registration and on-line tax and sewer payments. 
 
7. Infrastructure Improvements including the 2013 road resurfacing program, road re-striping,  
    Pool and Tennis Facility tennis court improvements  
 
8. Maintain the Quality of Life 
 
Mr. Brannen went further to note the following: 
 
1. The Budget was presented to the Governing Body in January and to date, they have    
    requested over $700,000.00 in additional cuts.  
 
2. Salary levels are at the 2009 levels 
 
3. The Township is currently $940,777.00 below the CAP Levy 
 
4. Assessed valuations have decreased in excess of $50,000,000.00 
 
5. The Township has seen a reduction in revenues including State Aid, Interest Income and  
    Uniform Construction Code fees.  
 
Public Questions on the Budget Presentation: 
 
Susan Borea asked why the kilowatt cost for street lights is lower than other electricity. 
 
 Mr. Brannen said that it was due to the reliability of use meaning there is the same 
 usage every day. 
 
Carolyn Pierson inquired if any consideration has been given to eliminating the school portion 
of the property taxes for those residents over age 55. 
 
Brian Lefferson inquired about which Township-owned properties were being considered for 
sale? 
 
 Mr. Brannen replied that the Township is considering auctioning off the Boise Building. 
 
Mr. Lefferson also asked if Colonial Terrace Golf Course realized a profit in 2012? 
 
 Mr. Brannen said that he did not have the information readily available but would 
 contact Mr. Lefferson with the information. 
 
Mr. Miller inquired about what is being done relative to the increased health care costs the 
Township has experienced? 
 
 Mr. Brannen discussed the proposed high-deductible health care plans that the 
 Township is hoping to make available to the employees in 2013.

An Ordinance providing for the street vacation of a  portion of Drift Road a/k/a Truax 
Avenue in the Township of Ocean, County of Monmouth , State of New Jersey 
 

 
 WHEREAS, it appears that there has been a dedication of certain lands as a public 
street or highway and the same has not been improved by the municipality; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Township Council of the Township of Ocean have determined that the 
public interest would be better served by releasing said parts thereof from such dedication; 
pursuant to the provision of the Revised Statutes 40:67-19 et seq. and the amendments and 
supplements thereto; 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED  by the Township Council of the Township of 
Ocean, County of Monmouth, State of New Jersey, that: 
 
 Section I 
 

 The following described parts or portions of land heretofore dedicated as a public street 
or highway, now commonly known or designated as that portion of Drift Road a/k/a Traux 
Lane off of Asbury Avenue be and the same is hereby released and extinguished to the 
end that the land and premises in question shall effectually discharged therefrom as though 
the dedication has not taken place  

 
 Section II 
 
 This vacation is subject to and conditioned upon the following: 
 

A. All rights and privileges now possessed by the public utilities as defined in the 
“Cable Television Act”, P.L. 1972,c. 186 (C. 48:5A-1 et seq.), and any public entity 
with facilities in, adjacent to, over or under the street, highway, lane, alley, square, 
place or park, or any part thereof, to be vacated are expressly reserved and 
expected, and subject to any easement for access and/or drainage as required by 
the Township of Ocean. 

 
 Section III 
 

This ordinance shall take effect after its final passage and advertisement in accordance 
with the law. 
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Council Reports: 
 
Councilmember Schepiga  reminded all of the following events:

Deputy Mayor Siciliano  reminded all that Colonial Terrace Golf Course is open for business 
and encourages everyone to take advantage of the great looking course and the very 
affordable rates.

PUBLIC COMMENTS: 
 
Barbara Hudson  asked the Governing Body not to approve the March 21, 2013 meeting 
minutes. She would like to see more details included in her comments made during the Public 
Comments section at the end of the meeting.  
 
Mrs. Hudson went on to read a statement concerning her feelings about the acquisition, and 
ultimate sale, of Whalepond Village. She expressed her concern that the Township was 
relinquishing their ability to realize an additional revenue source by selling Whalepond Village.  
 
Mr. Hudson also inquired about where is the Grant money coming from for the purchase of 
Whalepond Village? 
 
 Mr. Brannen said that it was coming from a Balanced Housing Grant 

 
Brian Lefferson  discussed the following: 
 

• Colonial Terrace Golf Course – Why did the Township decide to put the management 
aspect out to bid as opposed to running it in-house? 

 
 Mr. Brannen explained that it was more cost effective to do so and also, the Township 
 did not have the personnel with the experience in maintaining a golf course. 
 

• Whalepond Village – Did the Township receive a grant and if so, through who? 
 
 Mr. Brannen said that the Township has been assured that we will be receiving a 
 $1,000,000 grant from the State of New Jersey, Department of Community Affairs. 
 
• Requested that the Township consider repaving Roosevelt Avenue between Monmouth 

Road and Highwood Road. 
 
 Mr. Brannen explained that road is on the list to be paved, but he did not think it would 
 get done in 2013. 
 

• Sidewalk Construction on Deal Road and Roller Road – Why was it done and who paid 
for it? 

 
 Mr. Brannen explained that it was paid for by a Grant and the Environmental 
 Commission wanted to bridge the gaps in the sidewalks at busy intersections. With 
 regard to that specific location, the Township paid for the sidewalks because it was 
 Township property. 
 
Joe Maloney  stated how much he appreciated the efforts of the Council, especially 
Councilmember Garofalo and Mr. Brannen concerning the flooding issues. 
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Mr. Maloney asked if he could receive a copy of the most recent meeting minutes between the 
Township and Monmouth County concerning the same issue.  
 
Mr. Maloney expressed concern over the fact that there are two handicapped residents on 
Peach Tree Road who have no way to exit their properties in case of flooding. 
 
Mr. Manopla  had three diseased trees that he took down immediately after Hurricane Sandy 
and subsequent to their removal, he was informed that he needed to get a permit for their 
removal. He did get the permit and went to replace the trees and was then told that the trees 
he planted did not fit with the regulations of the previous tree ordinance. According to Mr. 
Manopla, these are beautiful flowering trees and he does not understand why the trees are not 
acceptable. 
 
 In light of the newly approved tree ordinance, Mr. Brannen will discuss this matter with 
 Mr. Manopla and Marianne Wilensky, Director of Community Development about this 
 matter.  
 
F.K. Hudson  inquired as follows: 
 

• Inquired if the Sale of Real Property mentioned on the Workshop Agenda had to do with 
COAH? 

 
 Mr. Brannen explained that it did have to do with one of the original COAH lawsuits 
 

• Has there been any analysis done with regard to managing versus selling Whalepond 
Village? 

 
 Mr. Brannen explained that the Township did do an analysis but reiterated that the 
 Townships main intention in acquiring Whalepond Village was to preserve the 
 affordable component as the previous owner had informed the Township that they 
 intended to turn these units into market rate units once the current agreement expires in 
 2014.  
 

• Is there an inflation rate built in to the PILOT? 
 
 Mr. Brannen stated that the PILOT amount is based on the medium income in 
 Monmouth County.
