ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION:

Sustainable Jersey

Member Renee Amellio updated members on the Sustainable Jersey
application and stated that the Township had officially received the Bronze
Certification with the application totaling 245 points. She went on to state that they
would attempt to apply for Silver Certification.




Anti-Idling Education & Enforcement

Renee Amellio discussed with members the issue of Vehicle Idling within the
township. She explained that a plan of action for the education and enforcement was
needed. Members suggested researching other communities with Anti-Idling
Ordinances and their actions and effectiveness. Member Lutz suggested including
1dling education within the new drivers’ curriculum for high school students.
Associate Natanagara suggested incorporating anti-idling education within the
School’s Green Team and members suggested including not only students, but
parents, teachers, nurses, and custodians as well.

Council Liaison

Chairperson Pogwist and Member Von Gerichten explained to members that
there is little communication and involvement from the Council Liaison with both
the Shade Tree and Environmental Commissions. Members discussed the best way
to be proactive in opening communications and it was decided that before
communications can improve, the commissions should learn the role and
responsibilities of the liaison. Pogwist and Von Gerichten agreed to meet with the
Township Mayor to discuss the liaison position.

1008 Grove Ave

Ray Pogwist explained to the members that the property of 1008 Grove
Avenue was still under review with the Environmental Protection Agency over the
wetland issue. He explained that he would like to speak with the homeowner on this
issue as well.

504 Runyan Ave — possible tree ordinance violation

Chairperson Pogwist explained that it came to his attention that at 504
Runyun Avenue, 6 large Oak trees were taken down without permits or approval. He
explained to members that he was in contact with the Township and that they would
look into the matter.

Hosting Town Talks

Members discussed the possibility of hosting topical talks at local businesses
throughout the township. (Supermarkets, coffee shops, etc) The idea would be to
have speakers present particular topics and afterwards would have discussions with
audience members. Members questioned if local businesses would allow such talks
and what topics would be discussed.
