Activity Information

Children will be on site at Oakhurst Park unless otherwise noted on the schedule, or if incl ement
weather mandates alternate activities. Oakhurst Pa  rk is on Fireman’s Field Memorial Parkway off of
Larkin Ave.

Municipal Gym : Children may be bussed to the Municipal Gym for play time including, basketball,
volleyball and other gym games.

Oakhurst Park : Activities at Oakhurst Park include 4 square, field games, GaGa, board games,
movies and many more.

West Park Recreation Building : Children may be bussed to the Rec Center for indoor activities.

Pool: Children will be bussed to the Township of Ocean Pool Facility, which is located on West Park
Avenue, for up to two hours of fun. While at the pool children will be swimming. Certain areas of the
pool are designated for each grade level. Children in Group 1 are allowed only in the most shallow
(3-foot depth) area. Children in Group 6 and over will be allowed to use the diving tank when open,
with lifeguard permission. Children must wear bathing suits to swim at the pool. Each child should
have his own towel and grooming aids as needed. Children should not share towels or hairbrushes,
etc. The bottom of the pool has a non-skid surface; it is recommended that participants wear swim
shoes. While at the pool facility all participants must abide by the facility rules and lifeguard
instructions. A snack bar is available at the pool facility.

House of Bounce - Make sure your kids have their socks because children will be bussed to House
of Bounce in Wall for an afternoon of bounce fun!

Italian Ice Treats : Weaser Ice will be available onsite Monday & Thursday, 4:30 — 5:30 p.m. if
participants wish to purchase items.

Rainy Days: In case of inclement weather the activities of the day may need to be rescheduled.
Children may stay at Oakhurst Park Meeting Room or may be bussed to the West Park Recreation
Center or Ocean Township Recreation Gym for indoor activities.

Please send your child with a bathing suit each day as there are many opportunities for
groups to play water games while at the various pro gram locations.

Please note the program pays for all activities.
The only time you should send money with your child is
if you want them to be able to purchase items from Weaser Ice or the
snack bars available at the various facilities.

A specific daily schedule, including departure and return times
will be available on site at the sign-in area each morning.
