February 4 - The Walk (2015) (PG) 

Adventure/Biography/Drama - 123 minutes. 

True and inspirational story of French high-wire artist Philippe Petit (Joseph Gordon-Levit) who realizes his dream  

to span the immense void between World Trade Center Twin Towers, in 1974.  Petit works to accomplish this  

one-of-a-kind feat, guided by his real-life mentor, Papa Rudy (Ben Kingsley), and aided by an unlikely band of international 

 recruits, all while dealing with logistical problems and the concerns of his loved ones. Come enjoy this love letter to Paris  

and New York City in the 1970's and take your chance for all ages to experience the feeling of reaching the clouds.

Comedy, Satire, Drama - 107 minutes.
