We’ve compiled 12 reading categories - one for every month of the year.   

Some are serious, some are for fun.  We’ll suggest a few titles, but feel free to make your  

own selection - as long as it correlates to that month’s category. There’s just one caveat: The book has  

to be checked out from the Ocean Township Library or downloaded onto your reading 

 device through the Monmouth County Library’s Library on the Go! e-book collection. 
 

Did we mention that there would be prizes along the way? Quarterly drawings for those who  

are keeping up with the program and a grand prize drawing from the names of all  

who complete the challenge.  Twelve months, twelve themes,  twelve books. 
 

 
Here are the “rules”: 
 

1. Books, audiobooks and e-books can be enjoyed.  Fiction or nonfiction  

    is acceptable. 
 

2. Read a book in the specific category for the month. When you return the   

     book to the library, a staff member will stamp your Reading Challenge  

     Record to indicate you read the book. Using an e-reader?  Just bring in the    

     device and show us the title on your bookshelf. 
 

3. At the end of the quarter, the names of everyone who met the challenge  

     by reading the three books for that quarter will be entered into a prize  

     drawing.  At the end of the year, everyone who finishes the challenge  

     will be entered into a grand prize drawing. 
 

4. Everyone gets one “pass” month.  Let us know which month you’re taking  

     a “pass,” and we’ll note it on your record.  We know how busy life can be.

April - The present library opened its doors 10 years ago this month.  To help celebrate, read a  

           book published in 2006 or one that has ten (10) in the title. 
 

May - Read a book about a family.  Some stories about dysfunctional families make for page turners;         

          some stories about close-knit families are heart-warmers. 
 

June - It’s time to sign up for the summer reading program! Read a book that ties into 2016’s summer  

          reading theme “Exercise Your Mind.” 
 

July - It’s summertime and the readin’ is easy.  Read whatever you’d like. 
 

August - The Summer Olympics return, hosted this year by Rio de Janeiro.  Read a book about sports  

               or that has a sport in the storyline.  A title set in or that is about Rio or Brazil also would work. 
 

September - Many of the most popular adult authors are tapping into the currently lucrative youth  

                      market. Read a juvenile or young adult book written by one of these literary giants. 
 

October - Did you know October is National Crime Prevention Month? A perfect reason to select  

                a Mystery or True Crime title. 
 

November - On the 8th of this month, we will elect our next president.  Your assignment is to  

                    read the biography of any U.S. president.  Don’t forget to vote! 
 

December - As we close out another year, select a book of short stories that can be enjoyed 

                     around your busy schedule.
