EMERGENCY FEE WAIVERS
Based on the conditions created by Hurricane Sandy, the Mayor and Council of the Township of Ocean have waived the following fees in order to aid those who have suffered damage by the storm:
· The fee required for a service inspection for the restoration of electrical service is waived.  When the electric service is ripped from a building during a storm event, the service must be repaired by a licensed electrician.  A permit is issued that authorizes the repair.   A State licensed inspector from the Township must then inspect to make sure the repair was completed as required.  That same inspector, in the field, emails JCP&L to notify them that the repair is satisfactory and asking for the company to turn the power back on to the unit.
· The fee for any repairs to a roof which would require a permit is waived.  Not all roof repairs require a permit.
· The fee for a housing rental certificate of occupancy inspection for individuals who have been displaced from their homes is waived.  An inspection is still required.
· The fee for all tree removal permits is waived.
The fee waivers are temporary in nature and are currently expected to expire on November 30, 2012.
